We had a wonderful opportunity this 
past week to attend the International 
Parish Renewal Conference organised 
by St Elizabeth of Portugal Catholic 
Church in Richmond with Divine 
Renovation. They were long but deeply 
inspiring days filled with prayer, 
encouragement, and conversations 
centred on sharing the story of Jesus 
Christ in today’s world. 
 

The conference focused on the 
important shift from “maintenance to 
mission.” In other words, moving from 
simply trying to preserve parish life as 
it is, towards becoming an outward-
looking parish that intentionally builds 
relationships and helps people 
encounter Jesus Christ and His Church. 
 

We heard from many inspiring 
speakers, including Fr James Mallon, 
who reminded us that: “It’s not so 
much that the Church of Christ has a 
mission, as that the mission of Jesus 
Christ has a Church.”   
 

There was much discussion about 
parish life, cultural change, 
evangelisation, leadership, hospitality, 
music, prayer, and the importance of 
grounding ourselves deeply in the 
Truth, Goodness, and Beauty of our 

Catholic faith, not only as a          
Church community, but also as 
individuals seeking to live as disciples 
of Jesus Christ. 
 

One thing became very clear 
throughout the conference: parish 
renewal is not about becoming 
something trendy or fashionable. It is 
about becoming more authentically 
Catholic. It is about helping people 
meet Jesus Christ, encounter His 
mercy, and discover the beauty of life 
in His Church. 
 

We will be sharing more in the coming 
weeks about what we learned, what 
inspired us, and what this could mean 
for our own parish community as we 
continue to ask an important question 
together: 
 

How do we become a parish that exists 
not simply to survive as an institution, 
but to share Jesus Christ with those 
who do not yet know Him?
